Reefs cover less than 0.1% of the ocean floor, but are home to more than one quarter of all marine fish species.

Good morning, Vincent Massey High School. Did you know that Rising temperatures will impact many aspects of Canadians’ lives. For example, longer and more intense heat waves are associated with increased heat related illnesses and the demand for air conditioning which increases electricity costs in summer. 
Warmer temperatures can allow the spread of forest and agricultural pests (such as ticks) into new regions. Hotter and drier conditions increase the risk of droughts and wildfires.
In the North, the impacts are already severe and will get worse in the coming decades.  Examples include safety concerns associated with less predictable sea ice conditions, loss of the polar bears natural habitat, infrastructure damage from permafrost thaw and shortened winter road seasons.
Remember that the biggest threat to our environment is expecting someone else to fix it. Let’s get involved.

Good afternoon, Vincent Massey High School.  Did you know that Climate change is causing extreme weather events.  Studies conducted between 2015 to 2020 have shown the ‘fingerprints’ of climate change in 76 floods, droughts, storms, and temperature anomalies, as well as dramatically increasing the risk of wildfires in 114 countries.

Good morning, Vincent Massey High School. Did you know Antarctica is losing 151 billion tonnes of ice per year, roughly equivalent in weight to the rock that makes Mount Everest, according to NASA’s Grace Follow-On satellite.

Did you know that the homes of 200 million people will be below sea level in 70 years. Two hundred million people in the world, more than three times the UK population, will live below the tideline by the end of this century if levels continue to rise.  Sea levels have risen by 178mm (7 inches) since 1900 and are rising by 3.4mm per year. They reached record heights in 2020 for the ninth consecutive year – about 91.3mm (3.6 inches) higher than the 1993 average
